I. THE ADMINISTRATION FOR COMMUNITY LIVING (ACL) AND THE CENTER FOR 

MEDICARE AND MEDICAID SERVICES (CMS) PROMISING PRACTICES TRAINING

II. NEW PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (PPE) RESOURCE:  (CLICK HERE) 

 

South Carolina has launched an Emergency Supply Collaborative web portal to connect providers with 

organizations in need of PPE.  This is a joint effort between SCMEP, the SC Hospital Association, the SC 

Department of Commerce, and SCBIO, to recruit community partners with ability to quickly source or 

provide needed medical supplies to support SC’s COVID-19 response. The 24/7 online portal connects 

parties in need of essential supplies and equipment with those that can provide those things quickly and 

efficiently.  SCMEP Team vets and connects inquiring parties to the providers, conducts transactions, 

arranges and plans logistics directly. Providers can fill out the “Health Care Provider Survey” on the front 

page.

The provision of services for individuals living in SLP I settings should continue as it has in the past, and 

may need to be increased in order to assist these individuals in coping with the changes that have been 

placed on all of us.

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V. ECONOMIC STIMULUS PAYMENTS: 

 

The IRS announced via Twitter on Saturday, April 11, 2020, that the first Economic Impact Payments had 

been deposited into recipients' bank accounts.   
 

The House Ways and Means Committee estimates that the IRS will make about 60 million direct deposit 

payments in mid-April. This group will primarily include households whose direct deposit information is 

already on file with the IRS from their 2018 or 2019 tax return.   

 

Next, the IRS will make a second round of April payments to Social Security beneficiaries who don't 

file a tax return and receive their payments by direct deposit. It isn't clear which wave will include 

Americans who haven't filed or haven't given the IRS their direct deposit information previously, although 

the IRS has outlined steps to allow people in these groups to get their payments direct deposited.  

 

Finally, paper checks will begin to be sent in early May to taxpayers who didn't get theirs through direct 

deposit, although this process is expected to take as long as 20 weeks, as the IRS has the capacity to 

issue only about five million checks per week.  

 

Please be on the lookout for these deposits.  

 

VI.  NON-FILERS ECONOMIC IMPACT PAYMENT FILING TOOL: 

 

The IRS has created a tool for non-filers to use to qualify for the Economic Impact Payments. Note, at this 

time, this is still a requirement for those individuals served that have not filed a return and receive only SSI 

or VA benefits.  DDSN will send an update with any change in this requirement. For additional information 

see the following link:

VII. AUDITOR TRAINING SESSIONS OFFERED: 

 

DDSN audit directives were updated to establish an auditor training opportunity. Since many providers have 

year-ends that just ended (March 31) or are right around the corner (June 30), DDSN will begin offering this 

training in April and May. Two different dates have been established at this time.  DDSN will announce 

additional dates later in the year for those that have year-ends of Sept 30 or Dec 31. The two training 

offerings at this time are as follows: 
 

April 30TH - 9:30 AM to 11:30 AM  

May 12TH- 9: 00 AM to 11:00 AM  

   

Currently, DDSN anticipates holding the April session only virtually. The May session may be offered in-

person and virtually depending on what happens with the social distancing mandate.   

   

While this training is not mandated at this time, it is highly recommended that auditors and providers attend 

the training. The goal of the training is to convey information to both parties to improve audit quality, drive 

consistency among providers, improve our ability to report our Medicaid allowable CPE accurately, and 

provide training related to AUP tasks that are fairly complicated, involved, and no formal audit guide exists. 

Providers should attend since they can benefit from hearing what auditors/CPAs are being asked to do and 

what to look for.

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At this time, DDSN is trying to determine if 2 CPE hours can be offered for this training if provided 

virtually and is awaiting a ruling from the Board of Accountancy.  There is no cost to attend.

Note that the sessions are repeats, so there is not a need to attend more than one session. Individuals 

may attend both sessions if it would be beneficial. DDSN requests providers to forward this link 

to their CPA/Auditor immediately and ask them to sign up for one of the sessions. Providers and auditors 

should sign up as soon as possible - ideally by April 24th. Each person attending needs to respond to the 

survey.    

  

If additional sessions and needed due to scheduling conflicts, then DDSN will certainly consider this. The 

desire it to make the training widely available since the underlying goal is to help DDSN providers and 

auditors/CPAs. Links to the actual training sessions will be sent to those that sign up for those sessions at a 

later time.  Handouts and other materials will also be disseminated prior to/during/after the sessions.
